The project envisages manufacture of absolute filters capable of filtering and purifying air supply to 0.3 microns. 
Essentially these use woven and non-woven paper filter elements. Although the filters are supplied with the original 
equipment, a very good replacement market exists especially in cities & urban areas where higher levels of pollution 
make for regualr replacement market. The demand arises mainly from air conditioning requirements of hospitals, 
factories and laboratories besides households and hotels. Raw materials required for the Filters for Air conditioners 
are CRCA sheetss, aluminium foil, fibre glass filter, paper, wire mesh, adhesives, cutting tools and packing materials.

Process of Manufacture: The CRCA sheet is formed to hape by pressing. The body , filter element, wire mesh and 
filter paper are assembled as per design and fixed to the body of the filter. The completed filter is tested for 
performance as per BS-2831. Market Potential : Air conditioners have assumed the role of a common consumer 
durable in urban areas. With the increase in utilisation of this equipment, the demand has constantly been increasing, 
both from original equipment manufacturers and for the replacement market.
